For lesson 3-Zacharius Speaks popup 

Before class: 

Make 1 copy of pg 7 per student. 

• Fold page in half with picture to middle. 

• Open up and cut along the solid lines of the speech 

bubble.  

• Refold pushing the speech bubble in toward center, 

making folds at the sides of the bubble so the page 

lays flat.   

• Glue into construction paper cover. 

• Cut out scroll 

• Make into sticker if desired. 

In  class: 

• Have student glue or stick scroll on left side 

of sticker emphasizing Zacharius did not get 

his speech back till AFTER he named the 

baby John. 

• Color, if desired 

For lesson 4-John’s Purpose lift-a-flap 

Before class: 

• Make one copy of page 9 per student.  Make 

copies and cut out one of each graphic per stu-

dent from this page. 

• Fold along dotted line, with solid lines to the 

inside. 

• Cut along solid lines to fold 

• Number the top flap 1, the middle flap 2, and 

the bottom flap 3. 

• Make into stickers, if desired. 

In class: 

• Let student glue/stick John preaching under 

flap 1, light bulb under flap 2, and the foot-

prints under flap 3. 

• Color if desired.
